INSTALLATION

Client Information: The information in this installation
instruction is intended for use only by skilled
technicians who have the proper tools, equipment, and
training to correctly and safely add equipment to your
vehicle. These procedures should not be attempted by
“do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE:

» Observe all safety notes and precautions in the service
manual in addition to those in this installation
instruction.

« Be careful not to damage the vehicle.

* After installing the steering wheel, you must align the
steering wheel spoke angle to the straight ahead
position by adjusting the front toe.

1. Turnthe steering wheel so the front wheels are in the
straight-ahead position.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery, and
wait at least 3 minutes before you start to install the
steering wheel.
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Remove the access panel from the underside of the
steering wheel.

To unplug the
airbag connectors, pull the spring-loaded sleeve
toward the stop while holding the opposite half of the
airbag connector, then pull the airbag connector
halves apart. Pull on the sleeve and not on the
harness wires.
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Remove the airbag (two TORX bolts). Do not drop
the removed airbag or hit it on anything. Place the
removed airbag in a safe place with the pad surface
(top) facing upward.

off.

* Make sure the horn works.

Press and hold the radio power button for two
seconds to restore the radio and navi (if equipped)
system functions.

Reset the clock (vehicle without navigation).

Make sure the steering wheel is in the straight-ahead
position with the front wheels. If the spoke angle of
the steering wheel is not in the straight-ahead
position with the front wheels, adjust the front toe.
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
